Draft Statewide 9-1-1 Plan RFP Status: Carrie Schell, State Procurement Bureau, was not able to attend today because of flooding at her home. She did send Quinn an email reporting that the RFP should be posted to the state procurement website by Close of Business on Friday, May 11. Everything is ready to go, and work is taking place to finalize scheduling of the pre-proposal conference call, which may be as early as Wed., May 16 or possibly on Friday, May 18. There were no questions on the RFP. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]GIS Assessment RFP Status: Michael Fashoway and Jennie Stapp sent Quinn an email saying they are moving forward with amending the contract with the selected vendor. Four vendors applied to the Invitation for Bid, including 9‑1‑1 Data Master, Digital Data Technologies, GeoComm and West Corp. The vendor selected was Digital Data Technologies, which is based out of Columbus, Ohio. They have worked on a number of statewide data assessment, Quality Control and development projects in Massachusetts, Ohio, Virginia, etc. Their references spoke very highly about them. Their bid also was lower than two other major bidders. The contract is fairly aggressive, and work is supposed to be complete by December 28, 2018. Michael believes this deadline is achievable.
