The noise floor was low, and they were able to talk to areas where they previously have not been able to. They want to put in a five-channel site and move their police and fire departments to it.  

Review of 800 MHz Plan: Montana’s plan, which was developed in 1992, is in severe need of an update. It needs to use the re-banded 800 MHz spectrum and updated propagation modeling. In addition, it currently specifies that entities using the 800 MHz spectrum need to relinquish frequency licenses in lower bands, which is not realistic.
